Things to keep in mind when writing a lab report
Title: This is a sentence/statement, not a paragraph; don’t put a period at the end it’s not that kind of sentence
Introduction/Purpose: This tells the reader why this experiment is being performed; what you hope to find out; give a hypothesis (every time); write in present tense; no personal pronouns (we, I, you, your, etc)

Materials: List out everything that was used

Procedure: Write in numbered list format, not in paragraph form; the experiment should be able to be recreated exactly from your write-up; be very specific, but don’t copy word for word, that’s plagiarism; write in present tense; no personal pronouns

Data/Results: Include all data, even if it seems trivial and unimportant to you; label all graphs, charts, and tables and refer to them in the procedure and conclusion/discussions sections; DO NOT copy or share data or data tables with anyone, create your own (trust me you will get caught, as I caught most of you, but in college they will kick you out of school for cheating and you will never go to another state school in Georgia, it’s all about Academic Honesty and doing your own work and that is not either one); put lines in your tables and charts to make data stand out and to make it easier for the reader to understand  and so that they don’t get confused by your data; if you give an answer to a calculation, make sure you show how it was performed by giving at least one example

Conclusion/Discussion: Restate why you did this lab and what the lab accomplished; what did you learn; why is this important; if it didn’t turn out right, what should the results actually have been, where do you think you went wrong; errors; do you reject or accept your hypothesis and why
